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Substance in English-Acharya Bhartrhari differentiates between the friendship of a wicked
and that of a gentleman-Just as the shadow is big in the morning but becomes small at
the noon similar is the friendship of the wicked that swings high in the beginning but
shortly it decreases. However, friendship of the gentlemen appears meagre first but it
increases gradually by understanding the qualities of the friend. It happens as the shadow
is small in the beginning of the second half of the day (i.e. noon) but slowly it increases till
the befall of the night.
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Substance in English-As sweet words propitiate all people, one should not become miser

in the expression of words in benevolence (i.e. sweet words).
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
